REQUEST FOR RELEASE OF FUNDS

On or about April 29, 2021 Harris County will submit a request to HUD for the release of Community Development Block Grant funds under Title 1 of the Housing and Community Development Act of 1974, as amended, Public Law 93-383, to undertake a project known as HCED- Castlewood Drainage and Water System Improvements for the purpose of water and drainage improvements by replacing approximately 2.9 miles of asphalt roads and ditches with concrete curb and gutter that includes: underground storm sewer out falling into HCFCD Channel P138-01-00, easements, extreme event overflow swale at the east end of Woodgate Avenue, sidewalks, waterlines, and sanitary sewer relocation/improvements benefiting the Castlewood Subdivision in the Greens Bayou watershed. Total grant allocation $1,211,744.00, total project cost $15,724,244.00. Location is around Connorvale Road & Deergrove Street, Houston, TX 77039 including Woodgate, Ridgeland, Bluerock, Connorvale, Anice, Russ, Deergrove, Rockshore, Greenbranch, and Woodgate; south of Lauder Road, in Aldine Target Area, in Greater Greenspoint-Aldine CRA, in Precinct 2.
FINDING OF NO SIGNIFICANT IMPACT

Harris County has determined that the projects will have no significant impact on the human environment.  Therefore, an Environmental Impact Statement under the National Environmental Policy Act of 1969 (NEPA) is not required. All comments received by April 28, 2021 or as agreed with commenter in writing will be considered by the Harris County prior to authorizing submission of a request for release of funds.  Comments should specify which Notice they are addressing.

ENVIRONMENTAL CERTIFICATION

The County of Harris certifies to HUD that Lina Hidalgo in her capacity as County Judge consents to accept the jurisdiction of the Federal Courts if an action is brought to enforce responsibilities in relation to the environmental review process and that these responsibilities have been satisfied.  HUD’s approval of the certification satisfies its responsibilities under NEPA and related laws and authorities and allows the Harris County Community Services Department to use Program funds.

OBJECTIONS TO RELEASE OF FUNDS

HUD will accept objections to its release of fund and the County of Harris certification for a period of fifteen days following the anticipated submission date or its actual receipt of the request (whichever is later) only if they are on one of the following bases: (a) the certification was not executed by the Certifying Officer of the County of Harris;  (b) the County of Harris has omitted a step or failed to make a decision or finding required by HUD regulations at 24 CFR part 58; (c) the grant recipient or other participants in the development process have committed funds, incurred costs or undertaken activities not authorized by 24 CFR Part 58 before approval of a release of funds by HUD; or (d) another Federal agency acting pursuant to 40 CFR Part 1504 has submitted a written finding that the project is unsatisfactory from the standpoint of environmental quality.  Objections must be prepared and submitted in accordance with the required procedures (24 CFR Part 58, Sec. 58.76) and shall be addressed to either CPD_COVID-19OEE-HOS@hud.gov or HUD Houston Field Office at 1301 Fannin Street, Suite 2200, Houston, TX 77002.
